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About the Conference

Works by women and works dealing with gender are
focal in numerous studies in diverse disciplines that
invoke feminist, queer, and other theories to promote
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art research in Israel as a dynamic, subversive, and
continually innovative field. These studies set up
cross-disciplinary encounters where diverse points
of view intersect with issues of gender identity that
expands such cateqgories as ethnicity, class, religion,
nationality, age, body, and sexuality, among others.
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Art research about gender is a significant
meaningful tool that expands our understandings of
society and culture and helps to identify, reflect on,
and conceptualize the social arrangements that
populate them.

The fifth interdisciplinary conference is organized by
the Association of Women's Art and Gender
Research in Israel (WGA), in conjunction with the
Department of Art History and the Art School at
Haifa University and in cooperation with museums
and academic institutions in Israel and abroad. Part
of the conference program will be devoted to
presenting projects by scholars from the
international field.

The proposed topics in this part of the conference,
to be held in English, will deal with the core themes
of the WGA, from an international perspective.
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We invite proposals about
women artists in Israel, in
the below themes, but we
are also open to
additional options that
are mentioned below:

Monographs

= Women artists in Israel, including forgotten ones, in
diverse fields and media (painting, sculpture,
photography, stage direction, design, architecture,
playwriting, script writing, music composition, etc.)

Dialog formats and/or Performative formats

= A presentation formed as dialog between scholar and
artist

= Cooperation between a scholar and artists/collective
executing a live performance

= Film screening followed by a discussion

Topical and contemporary issues that are
discussed from a gender perspective

= Reception of current situation after the events of
October 7th 2023, and the war in Gaza

= Research about gender violence and its artistic
expressions

Concepts Categories and Theories
Historical representations or lack of representations of
women artists in Israel

= Gender and canon or narratives in Israel

= Art and feminisms (or backlash); art and post-feminism

= Discussions of concepts such as "women'’s art”, "feminine
creativity”, "feminine techniques and materials”

= Exclusion and inclusion of women in the field of art and
in the public sphere in Israel

= Curators' role in the status and promotion of women
artists in Israel

= The state of gender research of art in Israel; power
relations and theories about the art field and its agents

= Body image and construction of the gendered body
(including masculine bodies) and representations of
sexual and gendered identities

= |ntersectionality of gender, ethnicity, class, nationality,
religion, and age

= Gender perspectives of bereavement and memorialization
in the arts in Israel

= Censorship and silencing of voices by "others”

= Motherhood and art
